Now go to the church building
25. OUTSIDE CHURCH DOOR - Barren Fig Tree - 00,13,0
This morning you notice the Fruitless Fig Tree beside the CHURCH DOOR. Someone has been digging around the base and fertilizing it.
The master had told the gardener that since it hadn’t born fruit for three years to cut it down, but the gardener asked to be allowed to care for
it another year and to give it another chance.

26. FOYER - Door is Shut -00,13,0
You look down at your watch and realize that it’s later than you thought. Upon rushing into the FOYER you see that the double doors are

shut, you can’t go in until they finish the opening prayer. So bow your head & wait.

27. AUDITORIUM - Chief Seats at Wedding Feast -0 0, 14,0
